It is clear from Nightmares and Geezenstacks that Fredric Brown is a gifted writer. He has a special

talent for opening a story in a highly engaging way and drawing you in quickly. He has to draw you

in quick because the story is going to end quick, as these are, as other reviews here described,

vignettes or Ã¢Â€Âœshort short stories,Ã¢Â€Â• often with clever twist endings. (Imagine condensed,

five-minute Twilight Zone episodes.) These are to literature what trick shots are to pool. If you like



watching someone set up and pull off trick shot after trick shot, this collection is probably for you. As

for me, seeing a couple trick shots is interesting but I quickly tire of watching trick shot after trick

shot.
