It

goes like this: There was a man who was in charge of switching the railroad tracks for the train. It

was an important job because if the train was on the wrong track, it could crash into another train,

killing hundreds of people.

The people on the train went on

by, not even knowing the disaster they had missed or the little boy who had been killed beneath

them. The father went home carrying his sonâ€™s broken body. I hate that story, but it makes me

think. Iâ€™ve wondered if, given the same situation, I would change the tracks or not. Itâ€™s easy to

act noble and say you would when youâ€™re not there, but what if itâ€™s someone you canâ€™t

live without? What if it were Taylor standing on the tracks? Or Ostin? Or my mom? That takes me

back to my fatherâ€™s plaque about winning a victory for humanity. The war weâ€™re fighting

against Dr. Hatch and the Elgen is one the world doesnâ€™t even know about. And just like the guy

with the train, if we pull this off, no one on earth, not even you, will ever know how close they came

to complete disaster or who was â€œkilled beneath the train.â€• Like Wade. Or maybe, in the end, all

of the Electroclan. If we donâ€™t win, no one will even know that we tried. Howâ€™s that for a stupid

dilemma? At least weâ€™ll have no reason to die ashamed. *Â Â *Â Â * My name is Michael Vey. If

youâ€™re still following the insanity of my life, then youâ€™ve been all around the world with me.

From my home in Meridian, Idaho (which I doubt Iâ€™ll ever see again), we went to California,

where we broke into the Elgen Academy and I was captured and put into Cell 25. (Yeah, I still have

nightmares about that.) Then we broke out, attacked Dr. Hatch, and freed all his GPs, aka human

guinea pigs. You went with me to Peru, where we brought down the Elgen Starxource plant after Dr.

Hatch tried to feed me to, like, a million rats. Itâ€™s also where we lost Wade. We traveled west to

the Port of Lima, where we sunk two of the Elgenâ€™s boatsâ€”their main command ship, the

Ampere, and their battleship, the Watt. Unfortunately, Dr. Hatch got off the Ampere just before it



blew up. Then we went to Taiwan, where we rescued a genius little girl named Jade Dragon before

the Elgen could get what she knew out of her headâ€”mainly how to get their MEI machine to make

more of usâ€”electric people. It was after our escape from the Taiwan Starxource plant that we found

out that the Elgen had attacked Timepiece Ranch, our home base and the resistanceâ€™s

headquarters in Mexico. We flew back to the ranchâ€”or at least what was left of it after the Elgen

helicopters bombed it to ashes. We thought that everyone was dead, until we were found by

Gervaso, who took us to the resistanceâ€™s new headquarters at Christmas Ranch near Zion

National Park in southern Utah. Then Taylor, Gervaso, Ian, and I went back to Boise, where we

rescued Taylorâ€™s parents. Still, in spite of all weâ€™ve done, the Elgen just keep growing

stronger. Now we have a plan to stop them once and for all. Weâ€™re going to the Elgen base in

the South Pacific island nation of Tuvalu, to steal the Jouleâ€”the Elgenâ€™s floating piggy bank. As

if thatâ€™s not crazy enough, thatâ€™s just one of our missions. Hatch has locked up three of his

own electric kids for treasonâ€”his most powerful: Quentin, Tara, and Torstynâ€”and weâ€™re going

to try to free them. I canâ€™t believe Iâ€™m even considering this. Along with Bryan, those are the

same three who made fun of me just before Hatch tried to feed me to his rats in Peru. This is the

first time that all of us electrics (except Grace) will be going on a mission together. Even Tanner and

Nichelle. Nichelle will be extremely valuable if Hatchâ€™s electric kids decide not to cooperate. Still,

this will be really dangerous for her. She betrayed Hatch the last time they met, and heâ€™s not

exactly the forgiving type. Iâ€™m guessing heâ€™ll do anything to make her pay for what she did.

Then again, I suppose thatâ€™s true for all of us. I know, the whole plan seems crazy. If I had to lay

odds on it, Iâ€™d say weâ€™ve got a 10 percent chance of winning this one. I wouldnâ€™t tell

everyone else that. If I did, Iâ€™d have to drop that number to 1 percent, because if you think

youâ€™re going to fail, you most likely willâ€”at least thatâ€™s what our gym teacher at Meridian

High always said. But whether you think youâ€™re going to lose or not, sometimes you do what you

have to do because itâ€™s the right thing, and let the chips fall where they may. I think weâ€™re

about to drop a whole lot of chips.

I preordered this book because I was flying abroad on the day that it reached the shelf in Kindle

form. at the airports that I passed through I kept checking for the book to come in....24 hours later -

what a ride!For some unknown reason I was under the impression that this was the last book in the

series, all of which I have eagerly waited for. NOW Mr. Evans what have you done to me?

If you are a Michael Vey Fan, & I am, you will be pleased. EXCEPT, you will notice a noticeable lack

of humour seen in the prior books. AND it seemed too quick a read. My husband said it was

predictable but I pooh-poohed him. I liked it anyway. It shows some character development but the

timeline is short and pretty fast -paced. The abrupt ending was expected, as all books need a

cliffhanger. Of course I will be reading the next book but I really hope Evans puts more of the first

book humour & quirkiness back into his writing for the last.
