A snail and a sea urchin are employed for cleaning and protection, a lantern fish for lighting

and smooth pebbles are used for a wall. Hermit lives happily for a while, until it is time to move

again, to a still larger place. Carle's underwater neighborhood is snug, dynamic and full of

possibilities. Droplets of color enrich the sea bottom and blades of seaweed are superimposed on

the bright white background, in pictures that are occasionally quite abstract, but always engaging.
