But Ephram still sees her as the
lighthearted girl with pigtails, running free in the woods. And so he begins his long, sweet courtship,
bringing her a homemade cake, cleaning her filthy house, and always treating her with kindness. At
long last, out from under his overbearing sistera ™s dominion, he feels himself come alive.
