Entries are alphabetical, from Ã¢Â€Â˜AbieÃ¢Â€Â™s Irish RoseÃ¢Â€Â™ to the Ã¢Â€Â˜Ziegfeld

Follies of 1919Ã¢Â€Â™. There are now more than 150 profiles of plays and musicals as there are

new entries for Ã¢Â€Â˜The Cradle Will RockÃ¢Â€Â™, Ã¢Â€Â˜HamiltonÃ¢Â€Â™,

Ã¢Â€Â˜JourneyÃ¢Â€Â™s EndÃ¢Â€Â™, Ã¢Â€Â˜The Threepenny OperaÃ¢Â€Â™ and

Ã¢Â€Â˜Topdog/UnderdogÃ¢Â€Â™.As well as providing the key facts about each production

(opening date; number of performances; synopsis; awards; revivals and adaptations; and original

stars) thereÃ¢Â€Â™s a brief but illuminating and anecdote-packed mini-essay placing each play or

musical in context. The whole package comes lavishly illustrated in both black and white and

colour.So whatÃ¢Â€Â™s not to like?In the Introduction Grode sets out his criteria for inclusion.

Some, such as Ã¢Â€Âœinherent qualityÃ¢Â€Â• he rightly admits are highly subjective. Otherwise the

most obviously arbitrary criterion is his decision to ignore all works dating from the pre-Broadway

era. Thus Ibsen (for Ã¢Â€Â˜A DollÃ¢Â€Â™s HouseÃ¢Â€Â™), Shaw (for Ã¢Â€Â˜Mrs

WarrenÃ¢Â€Â™s ProfessionÃ¢Â€Â™ and Ã¢Â€ÂœPygmalionÃ¢Â€Â™) and Wilde (for Ã¢Â€Â˜The

Importance of Being EarnestÃ¢Â€Â™) are all in but the likes of Sophocles, Shakespeare and

Chekov are out (Shaw even gets a third bite of the cherry if you count Ã¢Â€Â˜My Fair

LadyÃ¢Â€Â™).This means, for example, that Richard BurtonÃ¢Â€Â™s towering Tony

award-winning performance as Ã¢Â€Â˜HamletÃ¢Â€Â™, which at 137 performances set the record

for the longest run of the play in Broadway history, is excluded. Burton generally fares poorly in

Ã¢Â€Â˜The Book of BroadwayÃ¢Â€Â™, for although there are name checks in passing in the entries



on CowardÃ¢Â€Â™s Ã¢Â€Â˜Private LivesÃ¢Â€Â™ and AlbeeÃ¢Â€Â™s Ã¢Â€Â˜WhoÃ¢Â€Â™s Afraid

of Virginia Woolf?Ã¢Â€Â™ his Ã¢Â€Â˜CamelotÃ¢Â€Â™ (which in its original production notched up

873 performances and 2 previews) is a notable omission.It almost seems as if there's some bias on

GrodeÃ¢Â€Â™s part against Port Talbot! Thus although Peter ShafferÃ¢Â€Â™s

Ã¢Â€Â˜AmadeusÃ¢Â€Â™ appears, his Ã¢Â€Â˜EquusÃ¢Â€Â™, in which Anthony Hopkins played

Dysart and which actually notched up more Broadway performances than Ã¢Â€Â˜AmadeusÃ¢Â€Â™,

is omitted.It is, however, the missing musicals which are most likely to raise eyebrows, as in addition

to Ã¢Â€Â˜CamelotÃ¢Â€Â™ they include Ã¢Â€Â˜Oliver!Ã¢Â€Â™, Ã¢Â€Â˜Funny GirlÃ¢Â€Â™,

Ã¢Â€Â˜Half a SixpenceÃ¢Â€Â™, Oh, What a Lovely War!Ã¢Â€Â™, Ã¢Â€Â˜Sweet CharityÃ¢Â€Â™,

Ã¢Â€Â˜Starlight ExpressÃ¢Â€Â™, Ã¢Â€Â˜Spamalot Ã¢Â€Â˜, Ã¢Â€Â˜Mary PoppinsÃ¢Â€Â™,

Ã¢Â€Â˜HairsprayÃ¢Â€Â™, Ã¢Â€Â˜Miss SaigonÃ¢Â€Â™, Ã¢Â€Â˜Mamma Mia!Ã¢Â€Â™ and

Ã¢Â€Â˜Beauty and the BeastÃ¢Â€Â™.Mind you, one of the beauties of Ã¢Â€Â˜The Book of

BroadwayÃ¢Â€Â™ is precisely the fact that it can give rise to endless debate about what should and

what should not have been included. The only answer, and one devoutly to be wished for, is for yet

another and substantially expanded edition.

The Book of Broadway by Eric Grode is a free NetGalley ebook that I read in mid-June.A giant tome

of a book with a two-page snippet of nearly 200 Broadway plays (indicating their production dates,

synopsis, awards won, original stars, revivals and adaptations, information about the playwright, the

goings-on of American culture at the time of its release, the author's reactions, noted lines and

songs, critical acclaim, etc.), alphabetically from Abie's Irish Rose to the Ziegfeld Follies of 1919. It's

a highly comprehensive book that pulls no punches and that I learned a lot from.
