So for that odd day of the week, which happened to be Wednesdays, Winnie would be in the

treehouse, not with either parent.That way everything would remain totally equal and fair.Of course,

that was too hard for the parents. They started celebrated all the crazy holidays that happen. They

each kept trying to one up the other. This was causing Winnie to fail the fifth grade. But neither

parent was listening.

No. But this story wasn't meant for me -

the adult. It was meant for the kids.And I will definitely let a kid read this book. I think they will enjoy

it and I hope that if they find themselves in a similar situation, that they will find a character that they

can relate to. And that they can find some help from this book on how to speak up and be heard if

they need to be.This review is based on a copy provided by the publisher in exchange for a fair and

honest review.
