The genuine affection and attraction between Anya and
Will make their interactions fun and...well...adorable. The connection feels real and it's really them
against their circumstances, not each other.Still, they are difficult circumstances, and | definitely had
the "Oh NO!" moments when | wondered how the heck these two were going to find a legit
happily-ever-after. Yet they do. One | completely bought into and absolutely loved.Okay, now for the
hidden risk in reading this book. It's the 4th in the 5 book Backstage Pass series, and once you read

it, you’re going to want to buy the others. Have your book budget ready!
